5. Financial procedure:

The financing of this event is a joint effort of everybody involved. All delegates and all organisations represented are expected to actively look for funds and to contribute as much as they can. Generally, all participants are responsible for their own travel costs and the fundraising for them.

For more information on this please consult the fundraising kit. There you can find lots of information on where to start looking for funds as well as how our buddy system works.

The first principle is that nobody gets a free trip to Germany. We expect all delegates to fundraise for themselves. We recommend you to start the process as soon as possible - organisations need time to budget. If you leave it until later in the year could leave you out of options. So the sooner you get started, the more chance you’ll have.
Global Young Greens will ensure accommodation and food during the congress. There will be a participation fee to partly cover those costs: Participants from the Global North will need to pay €180, whereas participants from the Global South will have to pay €30.

Global Young Greens will have a small central fund that may be used to assist delegates who need it, but if you really want to attend the congress, then don’t count on that! 
All participants that want to ask for support are expected to state how much they will fundraise and how much they still might need as well as search for the cheapest way possible to come to Berlin. Applications need to be sent to: gyg-application@globalyounggreens.org until the 25th of March. There might be the possibility of a second selection round depending on financial resources. We will inform you in time.

5. Motivation and fundraising effort. Motivated participants and participants who made a real effort to fundraise for themselves will get priority

6. Age. We will only support participants between 18 and 35 years.
